PRESENTATION ON LAKE HOUSTON WATER QUALITY ISSUES AND ENVIRONMENTAL FLOW ISSUES
Jeff Taylor of the City of Houston reported that the city has been dealing with some water quality problems at the Northeast Water Purification Plant concerning taste and odor.  The city, in conjunction with the USGS, is conducting studies concerning the cause and possible solutions for the future.  The City of Houston is currently testing water circulators to move the water so that it will not stagnate.  
The Environmental Flow Commission has met once and will be studying items from Article 1 of SB 3 for resubmission at the next legislative session.  
SUBMISSION OF THE ANNUAL GROUNDWATER REPORTS AND REGULATORY PLANS OF THE HARRIS-GALVESTON SUBSIDENCE DISTRICT AND FORT BEND SUBSIDENCE DISTRICT.
Ron Neighbors submitted copies of the 2005 Annual Groundwater Report and current District Regulatory Plan for both the Harris-Galveston Subsidence District and Fort Bend Subsidence District as required by the enabling legislation for each district. 
AGENCY COMMUNICATIONS

Bill Roberts reported that the 2006 Region H Plan has been approved and will be part of the final overall State Water Plan.  TWDB is trying to allow more flexibility when focusing on future projects for the regions and is looking for input.
